A CONCLUDING GIFT
Time: 5 min
Aim: promotes imagination and improvisation, and also creates a very nice atmosphere. All participants feel that they have been noticed, and if it is used as a concluding exercise the session ends with a nice thought given to each participant by the others.
We have also used this exercise with great success with people who don't know each other well, as a name game.
Equipment: none
Content. 
All participants stand in a ring. If this is used as a name game, and they don't know the name of the person on their left, they must ask. Everyone thinks of a gift they would like to give to the person standing next to them on their left. It must be a positive gift they believe the other person would appreciate receiving. 
Each participant in turn then turns to the person on his/her left. He says her/his name, and mimes that he has what he wants to give her, and that he hands it over to her. Example:

"Jennie," (pretends to stroke and play with a kitten) "I would like to give you this kitten!"

The receiver of the present has to "receive" the present and pretend to be very happy and say something nice about the present. She/he must also use names.

Example:

"Thank you, David. It's really sweet!" (pretends to play with the kitten) "I've always wanted a kitten!"
