Evaluation Clock Face
Aim: 

The aim is to stimulate the participants into analyzing what was successful and what was less successful about the workshop. This gives the participants insight into what they have gained and learnt, and gives the facilitators necessary feedback
Equipment : pen and paper, copies of a circular clock face – or they can draw this themselves. 
Level: all levels 

Time: 25 minutes

Method:
Starting at 12.o’clock, ask the participants to grade the experiences they have had in this workshop from 0-60  (0 most negative, 60 most  positive), writing them as extended clock hands diagonally out from the centre of a clock. They may use rough paper to sort their ideas first. Give them 15 minutes
The resulting “clocks” are then hung on the wall so that everybody can go round and compare notes – about 10 minutes. Hopefully they will find that what was less meaningful for them will have more meaning for other participants and visa versa. 
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
