One Feather to 10 Hens.
Time: 20 minutes

Aim: to let the participants experience that listening carefully and repeating correctly is important and challenging. 
Method:

1. The pupils are divided into groups of four. The facilitator calls one from each group and tells them a story (something dramatic, like a bank robbery). 

2. The pupil goes back and repeats the story to one other in the group, who then repeats it to a third, who then repeats it to the last member of the group. 

3. The last member of the group now relates the story out loud. The story has probably changed. 

Discussion:

· Discuss the meaning of the proverb: "One feather becomes 10 chickens"

· Discuss the difference between information gathered at first hand, and information that has passed through many links.

· In conflict situations it often turns out that incorrect information is an important factor. Various rumours have been flying around, and it is impossible to verify who/what the source of the rumours is. 

· Most of us have been victims of untrue rumours. Does anybody have an example?
