E & L:  Gift over Gift
This exercise is good to use at the end of a workshop. 
The participants gather in pairs and the purpose is to exceed their partner in exchanging gifts. 
One person might start with e.g.: ‘I have really enjoyed spending time with you today, so I would like to give you an apple!’ The other person might answer something like: ‘Oh, thank you! The apples taste wonderful at this time of the year! It’s been wonderful spending time with you today also. I would therefore love to make you an apple pie!’ ‘That is so nice of you, then I would like to invite you for dinner, and we can have the apple pie for dessert!’ ‘That is fantastic, I’m starving! Then I’ll bring a movie, and we can watch it together afterwards!’ ‘That would be great! I have the whole evening off! Then I would like to give you a DVD player, a brand new one, so that we can rent the movie on DVD!’ etc. etc. 
Be creative! Your Imagination is the only limit to what kind of gifts you will end up with at the end
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
