L&L:  What are you doing?
10 min 

Used to practice role play, and to learn names

The participants stand in a ring (max. 20 persons).

One person stands in the middle, and begins to mime an activity – eating, walking the dog, anything. The person to the left of him/her, walks into the ring, and asks: "Adam (or whatever his/here name is), What are you doing?" 
The person miming an action "lies", and says she/he is doing something else.  The second person then takes over, and starts miming the activity the first person said he was doing, (not the activity he was actually miming). The first person returns to the ring again. The next person in the ring goes and asks what the miming person is doing....this continues for at least one complete round.

This exercise works well as a warm-up activity for role play or improvisation, and to learn each other's names.
Warning: with certain classes it may be necessary to say that they are not allowed to give the next person tasks that they would not do themselves – sometimes they might be tempted to make ”sex- and toilet lies”.
