
PICTURE GAME

Goal:

Introductoryy exercise on how easy it is to judge people in advance.

Equipment:
Pictures of different kinds of people whose background the teacher knows, but not the students. (It can be private pictures, or pictures of public persons who the students don’t know.) Best result will be gained if the people depicted differ from the expected stereotype of that person. (E.g. if someone looks like a rockstar, but really is a professor in philosophy.) Copy the different pictures to a sheet.

Duration:
30-40 min.

Age:

Middle school and secondary.

Content:

· 
Divide the students into groups of 4-6 persons   

· 
Spread a sheet with pictures of people with different background.

· 
Ask the students to discuss between them selves how they think the different persons are like; 
 their background, occupation, hobbies, etc.

· 
The students will also have to try to explain why they believe so and so.

· 
When the students are done, look at the different pictures, one by one.  Let all the groups 
            
 describe what they think that particular person is like, and why they believe so.

· 
When the class have gone through all the pictures, the teacher will tell what and how the 
 
 different persons are really like.

· 
Discuss why it is so easy to label other people.

· 
Discuss negative and positive consequences of labelling.
