E&L: ‘The sun shines on ...’ and: ‘Do you like your neighbour?’
Time: 20 min

"The sun shines on ...": The participants sit in a ring, and the one person stands in the centre of the ring and says things like:

"the sun shines on everybody who has 2 brothers"

"the sun shines on everybody who is feeling happy today"

"the sun shines on everybody who is not very good at mathematics" etc.. Every time a person in the ring feels that the statement is true for them, they must get up and switch places with others "in the sunshine". If they do not find a new chair, they must switch with the person in the centre of the ring. They are not allowed to return to the chair they just had.

"Do you like your new neighbour?": Do a few rounds of "The sun shines on ...": After a short while you add another instruction: In addition to some switching places, those sitting down must move to the chair on their left if it becomes empty. The pace grows faster and they must do two things at once: 

1. Pay attention to what is said and switch places if it is true for them

2. Make sure there is never an empty chair to their left.
